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ПЕРЕДМОВА

Процес реформування системи освіти в Україні зумовлений потребами часу і передбачає підготовку кваліфікованих фахівців із високим рівнем володіння іноземною мовою. У сучасних умовах міжнародне спілкування стає суттєвим компонентом професійної діяльності. Формування навиків інтерпретації іншомовної спеціальної інформації в курсі навчання іноземній мові для спеціальних цілей розглядається в якості одного із завдань мовної підготовки спеціаліста як суб’єкта міжкультурного професійно орієнтованого співробітництва.

Підготовка майбутніх фахівців на сучасному етапі вимагає, по-перше, розширення галузевих блоків, з якими знайомляться студенти під час навчання, а по-друге, оптимізації системи вправ для підвищення ефективності навчання за рахунок його інтенсифікації. Саме тому актуальним є забезпечення процесу навчання навчально-методичними матеріалами, зміст, структура та система завдань яких відповідали б сучасним вимогам. 

Пропонований посібник призначений для студентів 1-2 курсів спеціальності «Дизайн», а також для всіх, хто бажає вдосконалити свій рівень володіння англійською мовою. 

Враховуючи те, що студенти-дизайнери вивчають іноземну мову упродовж чотирьох років навчання в університеті, але кількість аудиторних годин, відведена на вивчення іноземної на 1 і 2 курсах досить мала, тому при написанні посібника вирішено було об’єднати тематику розмовних тем, призначених для вивчення англійської мови у Частину 1, до якої включено загальні і фахові теми.
Мета посібника: формування здатності і готовності до професійної комунікації, розвиток різноманітних видів компетенції, як рецептивного, так і репродуктивного характеру іншомовного спілкування.

Посібник складається із 8 розділів. It is used as one of the official languages in Canada, the Irish Republic and the South African Republic. A lot of people speak English in China, Japan, India and African countries.


English has become a truly international language. To know English today is necessary for every educated man, for every good specialist. At numerous international meetings and conferences English is the main language. Half of the world’s scientific literature is in English. It is the language of computer technology. English is the language of the great literature. It is the language of William Shakespeare, Jonathan Swift, Walter Scott, Charles Dickens. 

It’s easy to see just how important English is around the world. Many international businesses conduct meetings in English, universities teach courses in English and, around the world, tourists and travellers use English as a common language.

British English and American English
The English language belongs to the Teutonic or Germanic branch of the Indo-European family of languages. 

Today we do not speak the language that was used by Chaucer or Shakespeare. We even don't converse like Dickens or Jane Austin, because language is like a living organism – it is born, it lives and changes and it may die if nobody speaks it any longer.


At the beginning of the 20th century Bernard Shaw said that America and Britain were two nations divided by a common language. Do Americans and Englishmen really speak the same language? It isn’t only the question of accents. Spelling, grammar and vocabulary are different on the other side of the Atlantic, too. The differences in spelling are well-known, for instance, the words like «colour», «neighbour» and «honour» are spelt without the «u» in the USA; the word «grey» has the «a» instead of the «e»; American English favours -er, while British English –re, as in «theatre / theater», «centre / center» and so on.


Some differences in the vocabulary could lead to amusing situations. An Englishman and an American can never meet if they agree to meet on the «first floor» of a building. The British person will be waiting one floor above the entrance and the American on the «ground floor». If an American says that he is wearing his new «pants» and «vest» to the party, the conservative British should not be alarmed, because he is not going in his underwear, these are just American words for «trousers» and «waistcoat». When an Englishman goes on his «holidays», an American will go on his «vacation»; and whereas an Englishman will have a misfortune to be «ill in hospital», an American will be «sick in the hospital».


Americans are usually more ready to accept new ideas and new customs than their British cousins, and the same goes for new words. However, in some cases the British seem to be more modern in their use of English than the Americans. Some American English dates back to the language of the Pilgrim Fathers and hasn’t been changed since the 17th century. For example, the word «fall» in the meaning of «autumn» is considered archaic in Britain but is used in America.


Both American and British English owe a lot to languages from other countries, and the words that have been absorbed into these languages tell much about the histories of Britain, America and the whole world. Many «English» words used in Britain actually come from the countries of the British Empire, such as «dinghy» – a small boat, or a «bungalow» – a house on one level, both came from India. American English has words taken from all the different nations which have contributed to the formation of North America: «a cockroach» (the home insect) – from Spain, «dumb» (stupid) and «boss» (chief) – from the Dutch. There are also regional dialects in American English which are often difficult for foreigners who think they know «English». Even in New York you can hear a different dialect in Bronx or in Brooklyn.



There are differences in grammar but they are not so numerous. Americans use some tenses and the verb “to have” differently. They say «I just did it» and «Do you have a computer?» while the British would say «I have just done it» and «Have you got a computer?»

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UNIT 2

EDUCATION IN UKRAINE

The public education of Ukraine is centuries old. Its organizational date forms from Kyivan Rus. The development of the written language and school education among the Eastern Slavs was promoted by the creation of the Slavonic alphabet by Cyril and Methodius at the end of the 9th century. Schools in Kyivan Rus were established at churches, monasteries and princes' courts. The first private parish schools were known from the 10th century. The first institution of higher learning was the Kyiv-Mohyla Colle​gium (later called Academy), which was established in 1632.
The present system of education includes pre​school education, general secondary education, out-of-school education, professional and technical education, higher and postgraduate education. We can say that every third citizen of Ukraine is either teaching or studying.

Preschool education is not compulsory and is fee-paying. Most parents take their children to nursery schools or kindergartens at the age of 3. Up to the age of 5 children mostly eat, sleep and play there, but in senior groups they are taught the basics of arithmetic, reading, writing, arts and foreign languages.

Compulsory secondary education begins at the age of 6 and is free in state schools and fee-paying in private ones. The length of education at secondary schools is eleven years. Secondary education includes three stages: primary (1st – 4th grades), basic (5th - 9th grades) and senior (10th -11th grades). All the subjects in the secondary schools are obligatory but there are optional courses that pupils can take in addition to the required ones. 

Extracurricular activities usually include a variety of sports and drama clubs, interest groups and various school parties. Those senior students, who want to get qualification alongside the secondary education, can go to vocational training schools (professional and technical schools), where they are taught different trades.

After finishing school young boys and girls receive a school-leaving certificate and may apply to any institution of higher education (higher educational establishment). Higher education is provided at universities, academies, institutes and colleges. The main task of higher education is the preparation of highly qualified specialists who must not only be able to use modern technical equipment, but also to create the equipment of the future, to have the ability to solve problems in the development of the economy, education and culture. 

Students are admitted to institutions of higher education on the basis of their results at the entrance examinations (written or oral testing). The higher school course lasts from four to six years. Now Ukrainian universities prepare Masters and Bachelors in many specialities. Specialists graduating from higher educational establishments work in state administration, different fields of education, science, culture, economy of Ukraine. 

Postgraduate education begins after the last year of studies. On completing the three years of study, a postgraduate defends his dissertation on the chosen scientific topic and is awarded the degree of Candidate of Science. Doctor’s Degree is awarded for an outstanding scientific research.

OUR UNIVERSITY

We are students of Vasyl Stefanyk Precarpathian National University.

 The history of our University began about 80 years ago. The former Ivano-Frankivsk Teachers’ Training College opened its doors in 1940. It was established as the Teachers' Institute at that time and the first higher school of the West Ukraine. Only three hundred students studied at 3 faculties of the day and extramural departments at that time. In 1972 the Institute got the status of the State Pedagogical Institute and was named in honour of the famous West-Ukrainian writer Vasyl Stefanyk. In September 1992 our higher school got a new and very honourable status – the status of a University. The Precarpathian University is the first classical University opened by the President Decree in the time of celebrating the first anniversary of Ukraine’s Sovereignty. 

 In a short period of its existence the new University has developed into a leading scientific, cultural and educational center in Precarpathian region. Today, our goal is the formation of the well-educated personality, the national patriot, able to deal with the most important economical, technological, cultural problems of the young Ukrainian State. Now the University prepares Masters and Bachelors in 28 specialities. 

An inseparable part of the activity of higher education is scientific-research work directed toward the solution of the most burning current problems in various branches of education, culture and economy. The postgraduates from both our and other universities may defend their theses and receive the degree of Candidate of Sciences in such specialities as Psychology, Pedagogy, History, Biology, Physics, Ukrainian language and Ukrainian literature.   

The University incorporates the following institutes, faculties and divisions: Pedagogical faculty, Philological faculty, Faculties of Foreign languages, Economics, Psychology, Mathematics, Physical Education, Faculty of History, Politology and Intenational relations, Institute of Law, Institute of Arts, Institute of Tourism, Natural Institute, Regional Research Institute, College of Law, Pedagogical College, Preparatory Courses, Computer Center.

The University incorporates the following facilities: 7 buildings for classroom and laboratory activities, 5 hostels accommodating 2000 students, library with specialized reading rooms, 2 museums, culture club for students, dendrological park, “Plai” publishing office, gymnasium, sporting complex, stadium, “Zdorovia” health center, “Smerichka” sport recreation center.

 The University course lasts from four to six years. There are 2 departments at the University: full-time and extramural. Training is based on scien​tific principles: lectures and theory are combined with practical classes in every subject. Senior students specialize in those subjects which are essential for their future activity. The best students receive state grants. After successful presenting graduation projects or sitting for state exams students receive diplomas which qualify them to work in the field for which they have been trained and are awarded Bachelor’s or Master’s Degree. 

The University pays great attention to both scientific, educational work and the development of sports and amateur art. The Precarpathian National University is a real temple of science, culture and education.

PROBLEMS FACING TEENAGERS AND YOUTH IN UKRAINE

 There are many young people in our country. Each of them has one’s own viewpoint on their life and their future. Young people in Ukraine face many problems, which are common for all young people. For example: how to spend their free time, what to do after school, choosing a profession, where to earn much money, how to deal with girl and boy friends and so on.

 Most of young people in Ukraine nowadays get higher education chiefly because it is in fashion now. They all go to institutes, academies or universities.  But the quality of education nowadays leaves much to be desired. As a result the country will have a lot of specialists especially doctors, managers and lawyers. But their quality will be very low. 
  The survey shows that the young people are deeply concerned with material problems. The problem of youth employment is very acute and must be solved as quickly as possible. The percentage of unemployed youth in the total number of the jobless is high. It is very hard to find working places for such a great number of specialists. The Government should do something about this problem. Creating those places for young people is the burning question now. There must be a lot of new plants, factories, hospitals and other enterprises to give jobs to all the graduates. 

But there is one more problem when people who graduate from the educational  institutions are not satisfied with the working conditions and work as other specialists. As a result they have only their diplomas but they do not work according to their professions. And it is also very bad.
 There is another very old problem of most of the young people - the problem of fathers and sons. All young people want to be independent; they want their parents to listen to their opinion, not to interfere in their private life. Family problems like parents’ divorcing, a death in the family or violence in the home have unfavourable effect on teenagers. Young people have all possible arguments with their parents. The arguments come down to conflicts between the teenager’s desire to be independent and the parents’ right to control them. Some parents neglect their children, because they can’t find a common language with each other. Sometimes young people leave home and find themselves with a bad company in the street. 

Typical problems of teenagers are lack of recognition, difficulties in establishing contacts, loneliness. Friendship is of great importance to teenagers. They wish to have reliable friends not only to share good times but also problems. 
Young people also face the problem how to spend their free time. There are no special places for young people. Some of them spend their free time in different night clubs. Other young people spend their free time in the streets.

Another problem of young people is drugs. This problem is becoming more and more dangerous. Some young men use drugs, because they think that will be cool guys. But they don’t understand that it’s wrong. Some of them can’t stop that, and they become dependent on drugs. And they commit different serious crimes, because they need some money to buy drugs. 

   There are also many other problems: alcoholism, smoking and so on. Official reports admit that violence; AIDS, drugs and alcohol are more and more associated with young people.
 Our Government should pay much more attention to our youth, help them to find the right way in this difficult period. We must remember that young people are the future of our country.

A designer is a craftsman of his affair. He must have talent and an understanding of the today’s world. He is a professional in ‘visual communication’. `It is a pity that all the above mentioned things can be nothing without good advertisement. He needs to use some advertisement programs to find a work. 

Communication and sales skills are significant for this profession if you want to be successful.

Designers work many hours and to meet a deadline they have to work overtime. This work requires hard work with deadlines. You must be sure you can work this way to take up the designer career. 

If you still want to become a designer you should decide what type of a designer you want to choose. A designer requires much more than just the talent in drawing. This profession requires attention to technical side of a matter, communication with clients and directors, and surely advertisements. 

Today, designers must solve difficult designers’ tasks – planning team activities, managing public relations, clients’ problems and producing ethical advertisement. Thus, a profession of a designer is the combination of personal creative abilities and technical knowledge of a subject. It is a mix of cultural knowledge with analytical abilities. 

A real designer is a person who understands the dynamics and the inner context of his affair. He is the one who generates the visual presentation and design of goods. 

Designers usually work on a project under great time pressure and defined financial and design limits. To perform work of a high quality a designer must unite the best parts of different sources into some image. 

Besides, this work presupposes the use of research material and price specifications, the ability to meet deadlines, financial restrictions, creation of a number of work samples and sketches displaying several work models from different points of view.

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UNIT 5
TYPES OF DESIGN

There are many types of design and designers who work in a wide range of industries. Some designers generalize and work in many different fields, while others concentrate on one specialty.

Commercial/ Industrial Design. This area helps to develop manufactured products, such as automobiles, airplanes, computers, kitchen appliances, medical equipment, automobile interiors, office materials, etc. A successful commercial designer has to be able to assess the needs of users and have a working knowledge of marketing and means of production. All of these skills are necessary to create an effective, appealing product. Commercial and industrial designers tend to specialize in one area like home appliances or recreational equipment.

Fashion Design. This deals with designing clothing. Many are self-employed in the form of clothing labels, and many work for personal clients. Others work for particular boutiques or department stores. These fashion designers are very creative and innovative, while others stick to established trends for high-demand items. However, these small, self-employed designers are in the minority. The majority of fashion designers work for big clothing manufactures, making clothing and accessories for the mass market.

Floral Design. This is a very diverse sphere, with many working in large shops and others working for themselves in very small, specialized shops. All floral designers are involved in arranging all types of flowers into design creations. Aside from the artistic side of floral design, designers also have to be competent in assessing the customer’s needs, the type of occasion, the availability and cost of flowers according to season, materials of imitation flowers, and issues of time and delivery to make sure the flowers look their best. Many floral designers also grow their own flowers, which expands their responsibilities even further.

Graphic Design. This is an extremely large area of design. Basically, graphic designers resolve communication problems using visual solutions. By studying culture, context, and social issues they develop designs that will effectively communicate to meet the needs of their customer. They use a number of media, from print to computers to film, and so many graphic designers specialize in one area. Some have expertise in visual layout for magazines or computers, others create promotional displays, others design the credits for movies, and others design logos, others design signs for the government. There are many areas of specialization. 

Interior Design. The goal of interior designers is to combine form and function. They improve the quality of interior spaces by increasing efficiency, safety, and beauty. Interior designers can work on all types of projects, like residential homes, shopping malls, retail stores, hospitals, hotels, theaters, or restaurants. With such a wide range of work, most interior designers specialize, for example one designer might focus on businesses while another might focus on residences. Many specialize in even more specific areas, like airplane interiors or kitchens. 

Visual Merchandise Design. Visual merchandize design is the art of merchandise display. Many designers work for large businesses, arranging merchandise in retail stores or designing window displays. Working for the interior of retail stores involves dressing mannequins, creating table displays, arranging props and organizing clothing placement by color group or style. 
Set Design. This area of design makes sets and exhibits for movie and television studios, theatre productions, or special exhibitions in museums or trade-shows. Designers who work with television or theatre need to study scripts and consult with writers and directors to ensure that their design is in line with their artistic vision.

The term “designer” is used broadly, and can refer to a variety of different career types. Generally speaking, a designer is in charge of conceptualizing and creating the visual aspects of a project, whether it’s a new Web site, a product’s packaging, an art exhibit or an airliner. Most designers’ responsibilities can be fathomed from their job titles, but as this list of types of designers will show, there are a lot of them.

Commercial Environment Designer: An environment designer creates a setting that welcomes people and gives a feeling that they cannot leave without taking some of it with them. These designers are employed to design building lobbies, store interiors, offices, or any other interior setting designed to create a mood.

Costume Designer: A costume designer researches and designs costumes to be used in television shows, movie productions and stage performances. They shop frequently to find new items to add to their collections, which can become quite large and valuable. Many costume designers become renowned within the industry for the quality of their costume wardrobes.

Doll Fashion Designer: These designers create fashions that are part of entire seasonal lines for dolls and action figures. Their products are usually sold in catalogs or in hobby stores.

Event Manager: Event managers create and develop festivals and events. Since no two parties or festivals are ever alike, each event will be hand picked by an event manager.

Exhibit Designer: These professionals work in teams to design, plan and oversee the construction of exhibits and three-dimensional displays. Their services are used to make shop displays more attractive to buyers, and to create visual displays for companies to use at job fairs and other business functions.

Software Designer: A software designer takes the customer's specifications for a piece of software and designs the programming, including testing and installation. 

Web Designer: The role of web and media designers is to utilize all of the media possibilities of the web to create dynamic, attractive, and easy to use web sites.

Industrial Designer: These designers create the industrial products used by people and businesses on a daily basis, ranging from car parts and plasticware to parts of ships, building materials and jet engines.

Prosthetic Technician: Prosthetists design, build, and fit replacement limbs, such as arms, legs, hands or feet, for patients who have had limbs amputated. The appliances are called prostheses. These technicians may also design orthoses, devices used to enhance the performance of existing limbs. An example of this is orthopedic insoles.

This list of designers is by no means complete. With new technologies and new industries emerging, new types of designers are needed every day in areas like software, industruial products and environmental science.

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UNIT 6
THE BASIC ELEMENTS OF DESIGN
Design is made up of basic elements built into a structure that communicates a message. These elements are the building blocks you need to construct your design. These objects can be arranged in any way as part of your composition; we call this the principles of design. These principles are important concepts that can help you organise the basic structural elements on a page. 

Think of the elements of design as the ingredients you need for a recipe. These basic components are essential in art and design and how you can visually construct pieces. Each element is a crucial part of a visual message, and the combination of these has an impact on how the design is perceived. You can use these elements alone or in combination with each other, depending on what you're looking to achieve.

So, what are these basic elements? Keep reading as we dive into each element one by one.

The main elements are:

· Line

· Shape

· Color

· Typography
· Texture 

· Space

1. LINES
The first and most basic element of design is the line. In design, a line is any two connected points. They come in all shapes, sizes, and colours. Lines have direction; they can be visible or invisible and can help direct the eye to a specific spot. These lines can be straight or curved, and may be smooth, rough, continuous, broken, thick, or thin. A line creates division and hierarchy within your design, helping direct the user’s eye toward specific information or a specific focal point. In design, lines can have a variety of densities and curves.

Lines can also create subliminal languages in your design. A diagonal line, for example, suggests movement; a straight line is more orderly and clean.

It’s also important to know that you can create a line in one of two ways:

1. Use a pen, brush, or other digital tool to connect two points. This is called an “actual line.”

2. Create an “implied line,” which appears when two shapes meet.
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Designers can create lines in one of two ways: an “actual line” and an “implied line.”

When you fully understand the power of the line, you are one step closer to maximizing this basic element of design.

2. SHAPES
The second element of design is shape, when a two-dimensional line encloses an area. A shape can be geometric (like a circle, triangle, or square), organic (such as leaves, flowers, and animals) or abstract. Boundaries—including lines and colour—ultimately define shapes and can also help emphasize an area of the page.
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Designers have many geometric shapes to choose from, including circles, squares, rectangles, ovals, hearts, triangles, parallelograms, hexagrams, trapeziums, pentagons, stars, and diamonds.

Depending on the colour, form, and size of shapes, we can determine particular moods and send messages. For instance, triangles direct the eyes to a specific point and can also represent stability.  

3. COLOURS
Colour is another powerful element of design. It can stand alone, act as a background, or highlight other elements in your design.

Colour is also a fantastic tool for creating and establishing a mood for your brand. For example, red typically signifies love, strength, power, and desire; green typically signifies tranquillity, good luck, and health.

As you create your colour palette, it’s important to understand the three properties at play. This will help you maximize the power of this principle of design. These three properties are:

· Hue refers to the name of the colour. For example, “red,” “blue,” and “green” are all hues.

· Saturation refers to the intensity or purity of the colour. A specific hue can have a vibrant or dull saturation (and anywhere in between).

· Value refers to the lightness or darkness of a colour. Colour can be “tinted” by adding white or “shaded” by adding a layer of black.
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These three properties—hue, saturation, and value—empower a designer to use a range of colours, which all help evoke the mood and message behind a brand.

 Many brands use blue in their logos. It’s probably not a fluke, either; the colour blue symbolizes order, trust, loyalty, and security.
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In the image below, you can see some other examples of colour psychology in marketing.

This image shows how colours can evoke certain moods, such as yellow making people feel optimistic, and blue evoking a sense of trust.

4. TYPOGRAPHY

Typography is arguably the single most important part of graphic, web, and user interface design. Your text and how it looks isn’t just about conveying a message; it can also convey a mood. Are you a serious online newspaper or a playful blog? Typography can set the tone. 

Typography is important for evoking certain feelings as well as creating visual hierarchy. 

In addition to evoking a mood and feeling, typography can create visual hierarchy in your design. It can show people where to look and what things on the screen are most important, giving users a sense of how to read the material from beginning to end.

Larger font sizes, for example, catch the user’s eye first and signify a focal point on your page. When a smaller font is beneath it, the reader instinctually knows that it’s a subsection that will support the heading and perhaps provide more context or information. These smaller details of your font—including weight, height, and size—are all important as you consider typography in your design.
The terms "typeface" and "font" are often used interchangeably. In fact, when most people say "font," what they're really referring to is a typeface. As a graphic designer, it's important to understand the difference between these terms.

A typeface is a family of fonts. Some familiar examples include Times New Roman, Arial, and Brush Script. A font is a variation of a typeface, typically bold, italic, or a combination of the two. Examples of fonts include Times New Roman Italic and Arial Bold.

The below graphic helps illustrate the difference between typefaces and fonts, using Proxima Nova as an example.
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Proxima Nova is a flexible typeface that encompasses many different fonts.
5. TEXTURE
Texture adds a tactile appearance to a design layout. Imagine how a design piece would feel if you touched it. Texture refers to the way a surface feels—or in the case of a digital design, a perception of how it could feel. The goal of texture is to add depth to a 2D surface.
Texture can be applied graphically through patterns, either digitally created or an image mimicking the desired pattern. Below is an example of an abstract geometric pattern made up of basic geometric elements. 



Abstract Geometric Patterns

Texture can create a more dynamic, visually appealing experience while also adding depth to your design. For example, a luxury linen brand that wants to imply comfort and cosiness might consider a cotton textile background. On the contrary, if you are selling building supplies, you might consider a cement, stone, or brick background with grittier, textured typography to accompany it.

6. SPACE
Space refers to the area above, below, around, or behind an object. It can be positive or negative. Positive space refers to the subject or areas of interest, such as a person’s face or furniture in a room. Negative (or “white”) space, on the other hand, refers to the background area that surrounds the subject or areas of interest.
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If you look at a design piece, the negative space is the area that is not occupied by any elements. The lack of negative space can result in a cluttered design. Visually speaking, a layout needs space to achieve a level of clarity within the design. Negative space is a very important element to consider as you are designing a piece. When used correctly, negative space plays a pivotal role in the success of your design. It has the ability to:

· Enhance readability — A larger white space ensures your text doesn’t have to compete with other design elements.

· Simplify your design — White space breaks your design into chunks so that you do not overwhelm your reader’s eye.

· Complete an image — Humans naturally see closed shapes. Therefore, when a shape or element is incomplete, the white space can help your reader unconsciously fill the gaps.

· Add a sense of luxury — “Less is more” can create a sense of sophistication in your design.
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Negative space, as shown in these images, allows you to maximize the area and enhance readability.

Now that we have learned the six elements of design, it is up to you as the designer to apply them correctly and effectively.

Let’s recap what we have learned:

· A line is a great way to separate sections of your page or bring your reader’s attention to a certain part of the page.

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UNIT 7
FORM, SHAPE AND SPACE

Form and shape are areas which define objects in space. Form and shape imply space; indeed they cannot exist without space. 

There are various ways to categorize form and shape. Form and shape can be thought of as two dimensional or three dimensional. Two dimensional form has width and height. It can also create the illusion of three dimension objects. Three dimensional shape has depth as well as width and height. 
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Form and shape can also be described as organic or geometric. Organic forms such as these snow-covered stones typically are irregular in outline, and often asymmetrical. Organic forms are most often thought of as naturally occurring. 
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Geometric forms are those which correspond to named regular shapes, such as squares, rectangles, circles, cubes, spheres, cones, and other regular forms. Architecture, such as this example by Frank Lloyd Wright, is usually composed of geometric forms. These forms are most often thought 
of as constructed or made. 

However, not all made objects are geometric. Many designed forms have irregular contours. Although this kimono is geometric in its construction, the surface design is organic in form. 

Not all naturally occurring objects are organic; snowflakes and soap bubbles are among many geometric forms found in nature. 

There are some other terms commonly [image: image26.jpg]Space (Negative Space)




used to describe form and shape in composition; these have to do with what kind of representations the forms have. If we can recognize every day objects and environments, we refer to the images as being realistic, or naturalistic. However, if the images are difficult or impossible to identify in terms of our normal, daily visual experience, we may refer to the images as abstract. 

There are several kinds of abstract images. Generally, abstractions are “abstracted” or derived from realistic images – perhaps even distorted, but perhaps in such a way that the source is not immediately apparent. An example of this would be one of Georgia O’keefe’s paintings of a detail from a flower. This kind of abstraction in art is sometimes referred to as an objective image – that is, it is derived from an actual object. On the other hand, some abstract art images are based on a pure study of form, line, and color, and do not refer to any real world object. Such art works are sometimes referred to as non-objective images. 

Charicature is a special instance of abstraction, in which realistic images are distorted to make a statement about the people, places, or objects portrayed. This is probably the kind of abstraction we are most familiar with, as it is constantly presented to us via all sorts of popular media. A century ago, there was really nothing equivalent to our modern cartoons. 

Our perception of shape and form are affected by several factors. The position or viewpoint from which we see an object will emphasize or obscure certain features, and therefore affect the impression it makes. The character of the space around the object can distract, focus, or alter our impression. A cluttered background tends to diminish the importance of the object, while a plain background draws attention to it. 

The character and source of light also changes the perceived character of the object. Lighting in a photographic portrait, for example, can make the subject look older, younger, dramatic, or rather abstract.

Two Dimensional Form

Two dimensional form is the foundation of pictorial organization or composition in painting, photography, and many other media. It is created in a number of ways. It can be defined by line. Line, either explicit or implied, provides the contour of forms. 

Value (the relative lightness or darkness of a color) can also define form. Strong contrasts in value within a composition may define the boundaries of forms. Gradations of value, or shading, can also create the illusion of contour and volume. 

In the same way, hue contrasts and gradations can also define forms. Form may also be defined by change in texture, even when hue and value remain essentially consistent. 

Form in relation to positive and negative space. Forms and shapes can be thought of as positive or negative. In a two dimensional composition, the objects constitute the positive forms, while the background is the negative space. For beginning art and design students, effective use of negative space is often an especially important concept to be mastered. The effective placement of objects in relation to the surrounding negative space is essential for success in composition. 
Some artists play with the reversal of positive and negative space to create complex illusions. The prints of M.C. Escher often feature interlocking images that play with our perception of what is foreground and what is background. Other artists take these illusions of positive and negative images to even greater lengths, hiding images within images. Perception of form and shape are conditioned by our “instinct” to impute meaning and order to visual data. When we look at an image and form an impression, there is a tendency to make conclusion about its meaning, and then ignore other possible solutions. This may make it hard to see the other images. Training the eye to keep on looking beyond first impressions is a crucial step in developing true visual literacy.

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UNIT 8
PATTERNS AND ORNAMENTS

Pattern is an underlying structure that organizes surfaces or structures in a consistent, regular manner. Pattern can be described as a repeating unit of shape or form, but it can also be thought of as the “skeleton” that organizes the parts of a composition. 

Pattern exists in nature as well as in designed objects; it is useful to look at the parallels. A Harvard biologist named Peter S. Stevens has published a book entitled “Patterns in Nature” in which he claims that there are only a finite number of ways that patterns can be structured. He starts with the idea of a grid as the foundation for any structure or image. He presents a set of ways in which the points of a grid can be connected. These modes of connection become classes of pattern, which can be seen in any situation, in nature and in made images.

The modes he describes include the examples from nature. However, each of these modes can also be seen in examples of designed objects and works of art: 
Flow. All things flow. Flow can be seen in water, stone, the growth of trees. Meander patterning is related to the idea of flow, and is built on the repetition of a waving line. 

Branching is an obvious form of patterning in the plant world, but it can also be seen in geological formations such as river deltas and certain crystalline formations. 

Spiral patterns can be seen from the scale of galaxies to the opening “fiddlehead” buds of ferns, to the forms of microscopic animals. 

Similar types of patterning can be seen in many designed objects. Even complex works of art exhibit an underlying structure or pattern grid, although the mode of patterning may vary over the surface of a complex composition. 

Ornament is consistent repetition of certain patterns or the whole of their group. The main purpose of the ornament to decorate the surface of the object, to emphasize its shape. The rhythmic repetition of one or more elements of the ornament is called rapport. 

Types of ornaments: geometric; meander and – plant; animal; bird; anthropomorphic. 
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Geometric ornament consists of various geometric elements (squares, triangles, diamonds etc.). 

Meander ornament is in the form of broken lines. It was widely used in the art of ancient Greece and derives its name from the winding river Meander. 

Plant (phytomorphic) ornament is composed of drawings of stylized flowers, fruits, leaves, etc.; 

Zoomorphic ornament is composed of drawings of stylized animals, birds, insects, fish, etc.;

Anthropomorphic ornament is composed of drawings of stylized people or parts of their bodies.

The language of each ornament is closely linked with the history and culture of the people, their perception of the environment. Creating ornaments a person all the time turns to nature, uses what he sees, does not copy it but makes it easier (stylizing) and retaining the very characteristic that most closely matches the national character, local features, aesthetic tastes, notions of beauty. 

People create patterns, characterized by a large variety of individual motives, which intertwined real observation of the surrounding nature with fabulous views. Creatively deliberate connection of individual elements is called composition and is composed of alternation of individual figures, located horizontally, vertically and diagonally.

It was the symbol of hospitality - bread and salt were brought to the dear guests on it. When they built a house, they used the towels and then presented them to the craftsmen. The new-born baby was accepted to the embroidered towel, with the towel the person was followed to the grave. The towels were presented for wish of lucky trip, quick recovery and easy return. There were also the embroidered towels of household purpose, and they were called according to their intention – “styrok” for wipe of dishes, “utyralnyk” for hands and face, “naobraznyky” were hanged over icons.

In each region, even in each village there are own traditional motifs, patterns and ornaments which are passed from generation to generation, from mother to daughter.
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Plant patterns and ornaments were spread in many regions - branches with flowers in bouquets, flower-tree, vase-flower of various forms. Luxurious pattern often included oak-tree leaves or grape bunches, images of nightingale, dove, cock, cuckoo.

In old times guelder-rose (snowball tree) was considered ‘involved’ into birth of Universe, appearance of fire trinity - Sun, Moon and Stars. Oak-tree was a man tree, and guelder-rose was a woman tree. Oak-tree embodied pagan god Perun - the god of sun, man’s energy, development and life. 

In many regions of Ukraine the roses similar to the sun are embroidered on the towels. The rose is a symbol of prosperity and well-being. Ripe bunch and grape leaves are associated with generous harvest, prosperity and fullness of life. Birds are the symbols of human souls. They are placed near the root, in the middle of the body and branches of Tree of Life, on both sides of it. Tree of life or flower-tree symbolizes happy life and well-being of the family. In folk art a pair of birds symbolizes love and happiness, that’s why you can see them on towels for wedding rituals. 

Today the embroidered towel is not only a beautiful decorative thing; it is like the averter for a man, a family and the whole nation.
