In the dissertation, based on the analysis of historical-pedagogical,
philosophical, and psychological literature of domestic and foreign scientists, and
Internet resources, the relevance of the problem has been substantiated. The essential

features of the basic concepts of the study "tolerance/intolerance”, "levels of tolerance”,

"tolerant relations", "teaching tolerance to preschoolers"”, "communicative tolerant
environment of preschool education institution”, “children’s literature", "literature for
children™ are given. Considering this concept in different contexts, tolerance is
considered as the ability to collaborate and cooperate, the willingness to accept others,
regardless of differences; tolerance for other opinions, beliefs, and behavior,

recognition/acceptance of diversity, and equality of others.

The author has analyzed the structure of tolerance and identified a significant
number of different perspectives and unresolved problems in the research on this issue.
It is determined that the structure of tolerance include: awareness of the behavior rules
in typical and atypical communication situations; the ability to establish contacts; the
ability to defend one's position in (non-) conflict situations; the ability to understand a
person’s characteristics; the ability to assess and perceive the interlocutor’s emotional

state; and the ability to manage own psycho-emotional state.

The characteristic pedagogical conditions for effective teaching of tolerant
relationships in preschool children have been revealed: purposeful and constructive
interaction of teachers and families to create a tolerant communication environment;

the development of children's system of knowledge, skills, and abilities on tolerance;
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the implementation of specially adopted pedagogical forms and methods for the
effective goal achievement; pedagogical interaction and cooperation of the teacher, a

child, and parents on the principles of tolerance.

It has been identified that the creation of a tolerant setting requires
consideration of the value approach and the main patterns of development and
formation of preschoolers' personalities a child’s moral qualities are formed based on
their interaction with all participants of the educational process in preschool education.
The teacher's important task is to be a model of tolerant behavior, to create appropriate
conditions for teaching tolerance to preschool children, and to be able to overcome
various prejudices or negative phenomena in the educational setting, including

irritability, bullying, impoliteness in statements, harassment, mocking, etc.

The stages of the development of the theory and practice of teaching tolerance
to preschool children (second half of the 20th - beginning of the 21st century)- the
adoption of basics on the protection of children's rights, their education based on
humanity, mutual understanding, tolerance, peace, and general fraternity; Il stage -
1989-1995 - recognition of the children legal status, the necessity to educate them
according to the principles of freedom, equality, solidarity, dignity, tolerance, and
peace; Il stage — 1995-2000 — the education system was recognized as an effective
tool for the development of a child's tolerance, the revival of national preschool
traditions, educators’ active creative search for didactic aids for preschool children,
themes of personal interaction, perception of the moral and psychological state of a
person and his/her social environment dominate in Ukrainian children's literature; 1V
stage — 20002022 — the reformation of the Ukrainian preschool education system in
the direction of pedagogy of tolerance and humanization (implementation of the State
Standard of Preschool Education (2021) based on the competence approach in

accordance with international quality standards.

The pedagogical potential of Ukrainian children's literature of the second half
of the 20th - the beginning of the 21st century has been analyzed, and constructive

ideas regarding the actualization of the historical and pedagogical experience of
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teaching tolerance to preschoolers have been highlighted, considering modern
innovative educational trends. It has been proven that Ukrainian children's literature,
enriched with psychological models of behavior, axiological orientation, life
experience, and traditions of Ukrainians that are valuable for the child's development,

significantly impacts preschoolers’ personality development.

The author has made a pedagogical insight and traced the genre and thematic
genesis of children's literature, considered to be the essence of literature for children,

oriented toward the children’s audience and engaged with the children's reading.

It has been discovered that Ukrainian children’s literature contains a significant
number of works that are remarkable in terms of the relevance of the problems and
themes they touch upon, and therefore can have a powerful impact on personality

development.

The content and specifics of poetic and prose works of Ukrainian children's
literature within the studied period are characterized by the purpose of their use in the
preschool education institution (PEI) for teaching tolerance to preschoolers. The
methods of teaching tolerance to preschool children (formation of consciousness,
emotional development, self-education, activities, communication, and formation of
experience of tolerant relationships) and approaches to teaching tolerance (humanistic,
competence-based, personally oriented, pedagogical, and psychological) have been

substantiated.

The significance of prose and poetic works of the researched period as a means
of fostering tolerance to preschool children and the specifics of these works (following
plots and images; the constancy of the world structure and rules of the game; fairytale-
mythological model of space-time; intertextuality; innovativeness and creativity in the
use of a visual arsenal of methods and techniques; considering the peculiarities of the
target audience of preschool childhood; actualization of national and international
ideas, in particular, genre-thematic development trends; features of the protagonists’

images, etc.).
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It has been noted that the main feature of children's literature of the period under
study is its specific impact on the preschooler's personality, his/her emotional and
sensory sphere, as well as empathy because the images of the read (listened to) work
affect, and evoke certain positive/negative emotions " programmed" by the writer or

poet.

The author presents a classification of works based on their intended
communicative orientation: books addressed to children; books written for adults but
appealing to children; children’s literary works (rhymes, riddles, horror stories, etc.).
The most famous pieces of art, in our opinion, that are used in the practice of modern

preschool education are presented.

The article presents an analysis of modern trends in the development of
children’s literature, such as language and style, plot and genre, problem and theme,

market, and composition.

The state of the problem under study in modern PEI practice has been studied:
the results of the survey of preschool teachers from different regions of Ukraine made
it possible to reveal their awareness of the content of tolerance/intolerance in modern
conditions; to identify the forms, methods, techniques, and works of children's
literature that are the subject of their use in working with children. According to the
results of the survey of educators and the analysis of artistic works for children of the
outlined period, those that contain the most expressive content for teaching tolerance
are recommended (Hryhoriy Falkovich’s poems "About Jealousy", "About Love",
Galyna Malyk’s "Scary Girl", "Crooked Mirror", "Greedy Andrew", Oksana Krotyuk’s
stories "Friend", "Airplane", "Bad Habit", Lesya Movchun's fairy tales "A Harp for a
Spider”, " Social Party", "Little Wind", "Silence", Zirka Menzatyuk’s "One Thousand
Umbrellas", "Lost Heart", etc.). Pedagogical tools for increasing the effectiveness of
teaching tolerance to preschool children using Ukrainian children's literature are
proposed. The priority directions of educators working with preschoolers to teach

tolerance using children's fiction books of the studied period have been outlined.
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Based on the theoretical analysis, practical observation, and a survey, the main
preconditions for the effective use of children's literature as a means of forming the
cognitive, motivational, and behavioral-activity aspects of tolerance education in

preschool children have been identified.

It has been found that an effective means of teaching tolerance in preschool
children is to use children's books, in particular, discussing the content of the text,
models of protagonists’ behavior and illustrations, and creative and other activities to
Imitate models of tolerant behavior of literature characters, while reading, storytelling,
and discussing fiction texts on moral and ethical topics, with models of
tolerant/intolerant characters’ behavior. It has been proved that to achieve this goal, it
Is important to choose the appropriate books for reading and storytelling, considering
the age-specific peculiarities of preschoolers' perception of the content of a literary

work.

It is suggested to combine different groups of methods and forms of work based
on reading/listening to form consciousness, and social behavior, stimulate activity,

control, and analyze the level of preschoolers' education.
